2. Bidder's Qualifications (2/12)

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (12/08)

3 - Payments
3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (12/08)
Payment unit(s) 1-6 may be divided at the request of the purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager. Dividing
payment units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Supplement.

3.6 - Payment Unit Cutting Schedule
3.6.1 - Order of cutting (1/09)

Payment Units shall be cut in numerical order.

3.6.2 - One active unit (12/08)
Each Payment Unit must be completed to the satisfaction of the Unit Manager or his/her representative before the next unit
may be opened. The Purchaser must give a one week notice before finishing a unit to allow for inspection.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction
4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)
Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled. Slash from road

maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be dispersed throughout the sale.

4.1.4 - Timber removed for construction (12/09)

5.2.31 - Landing locations (10/09)

otherwise authorized by the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.32 - Decking/landing restoration (9/11)
All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before. This is to
ensure the proper regeneration of the stand.

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5.4 - Soil Protection
