A large portion of the Black River flows through the compartment. The McMaster's Creek, which is a tributary to the Black 
River, also flows through about 2/3 of the compartment. 

This stand is primarily lowland with the presence of the Black River and it's tributary McMaster Creek. These waterways 
are immediately bordered with tag alder openings, and then varying complexes of lowland conifer or deciduous stands. 
The upland portions of this compartment consist of primarily of varying aspen complexes, with varying abundance of pine, 
fir, maple, and oak species. Aspen stands will be managed through clearcutting to maintain early successional habitat.  
Red pine stands will be managed to maintain the type. Oak and it's subsequent mast production will be maintained 
through management practices. Openings will be maintained using farming practices. 

Surface sediments consist of glacial outwash sand and gravel and postglacial alluvium and minor coarse texture glacial till 
in the NE. The glacial drift thickness varies between 100 and 400 feet. Beneath the glacial drift is the Devonian Antrim 
Shale, quarried for clay/shale and cement products elsewhere in the State. The nearest gravel pit is four miles to the 
northeast and potential may be good on the upland areas. This area was previously leased for oil and gas development. 
The Antrim Shale subcrops are in this area and there is minimal potential. The Guelph (Niagaran) reef trend produces to 
the east and additional reefs and the Collingwood/Utica Shale have potential in this compartment. 

There is good access to most of the compartment. Most of the forest roads, however, have been closed to wheel 
motorized vehicles with virtually all those closures still intact. Though a gate down road 27 from Clute road continuous gets 
breached. 

The boundary with the private inholding found in 19 are in need of surveying, specifically the northern most boundary of 
this inholding.
