As soon as miners began to enter the Copper 
Country, appeals were made to the army for 
protection from resentful Indians. Thus, in 1844, 
Fort Wilkins was built. Two companies of infantry 
stood guard at this early copper mining and 
shipping center. In 1846, during the Mexican War, 
the force was withdrawn. It was replaced only 
from 1867 to 1869.
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
