Lawrence Tech was chartered in 1932 by the
Lawrence brothers, Russell E. and E. George. The
institution was located in Highland Park on
Woodward Avenue until 1955 when it was moved
to this campus. Lawrence Tech began with the
College of Engineering, later adding the College of
Industrial Management, College of Architecture,
and Technical Institute. The institution pioneered
in 1935 in developing the four-quarter plan. It is a
nonprofit, self-owned institution.
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
