Minty (Detroit), 1 killed, 7 wounded, 12 missing;
First Michigan Engineers and Mechanics,
commanded by Colonel William P. Innes (Grand
Rapids), 2 killed, 9 wounded, 5 missing; First
Michigan Artillery Battery, Company A,
commanded by Colonel Cyrus O. Loomis
(Coldwater), 1 killed, 10 wounded, 2 missing.
