2. Bidder's Qualifications (5/16)

Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to cover claims under Michigan’s Worker's Disability
Compensation Act of 1969 or similar employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee. If all or part of
a timber sale was prepared by a private contractor, the contractor and that contractor’s company are not permitted to
bid on the timber sale contract.

Hardcopy Bid Forms shall be manually signed in ink. Registration in OLB is considered your ‘signature’ for all bids
submitted thru that system.

4. Submission of Sealed Bids (5/16)

8. Performance Security (1/11)

Requirements, the area encompassed by this timber sale is certified to the standards of the Forest Stewardship
Council (FSC) - Certificate #SCS-FM/COC-00090N and the Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI) - Certificate #
NSF-SFIS-5Y031-SF5. Forest products from this sale may be delivered to the mill as "FSC 100% and / or SFI
certified" as long as the contractor hauling the forest products is chain-of-custody (COC) certified or covered under a
COC certificate from the destination mill.

1 - Sale Area
1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue, red, and yellow paint. Exterior sale
boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint. Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with
red paint. Interior Payment Unit boundaries are marked with yellow paint. Retention patches are marked with red paint; no
harvesting activities may occur within these areas. The painted boundary line trees are not Included Timber and are to be
protected. Yellow painted trees designating an interior Payment Unit boundary are only to be cut when all surrounding
Payment Units have been paid for.

2 - Timber Specifications
2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (6/14)
Within Payment Unit(s) 1 - 4, cut all trees that are three (3) inches or more at DBH. In addition, the following exceptions

apply:

- Within Payment Unit 1, do not cut cedar, hemlock, or trees marked with green paint.
- Within Payment Unit 2, do not cut hemlock, cedar greater than twelve (12) inches at DBH, or white pine greater than
twenty (20) inches at DBH.

3 - Payments
3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (7/14)

Payment Unit(s) $18,000 in value or greater may be divided at the request of the Purchaser and upon approval of the Unit
Manager. Dividing Payment Units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Amendment. There will
be only one division per Payment Unit.

4 - Transportation

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.1 - Hauling restriction (12/08)
Hauling may be restricted on forest roads by the Unit Manager or his/her representative. The restriction may occur during
spring breakup or during other wet weather conditions.

4.2.4 - Grading (10/16)

For completion of the sale, state forest roads must be graded. In general, this will require a road grader or bulldozer to shape
up the roads after forest products have been hauled off site. This includes cleaning of drainage areas, grading, crowning and
filling with gravel, if necessary. The grading equipment to be used must be approved by the Unit Manager or his/her
representative.

4.3 - Public Right-of-Way

4.3.1 - MDOT R-O-W (11/14)

The Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) must be contacted prior to harvesting timber within the MDOT
right-of-way. The Purchaser must contact Dan Kari with MDOT at 906-875-6644, a minimum of two weeks prior to
harvesting Payment Units 3 and 4. There may be certain restrictions on accessing these Payment Units off of M-35 or signs
being required along the highway. All requirements from MDOT will be followed.

4.4 - Access
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4.4.3 - Access gate (12/08)
There is an access gate on the road into Payment Units 1 and 2. This gate should remain locked, except when there is active

logging and hauling taking place. A key will be provided to the Purchaser.
5 - Operations
5.1 - Notification

5.1.6 - Utility R.O.W. (4/19)
It is the responsibility of the Purchaser to obtain permission from the utility company to utilize the power line and underground
utilities R.O.W. for operations. There is a power line on the southern end of Payment Units 1 and 2. There is also an

underground utility running through Payment Units 3 and 4.
5.2 - Conduct of Operations
5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.1 - Operating restrictions (9/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 2, 3 and 4, cutting and skidding are limited to the period of December 1 to March 31, unless there
is an extended dry or frozen period and the sale administrator allows harvesting during that period of time. This restriction
is because of areas of low wet ground within each of the Payment Units.

5.8 - Protection of Endangered Species

5.8.6 - Protection of eagle nests (5/12)
To protect an active eagle's nest, all harvesting operations within Payment Unit 1 are limited to the period of September 1

through December 31. Harvesting operations may be able to take place if the nest is not active in a given year and it is

approved by the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

7 - Other Conditions

7.5 -Loss

7.5.1 - Deteriorating timber (7/09)
The sale area has received damage from spruce budworm and possibly emerald ash borer. The Purchaser should harvest the

wood as soon as possible. The Department of Natural Resources is held free of responsibility of any further damage or

deterioration due to delay in harvesting.

Do not cut any cedar or hemlock in the units that require them to be left (see specfication 2.1.1) other than those that are
necessary to remove in order to operate within the sale area. Every effort must be made to preserve the existing cedar and
hemlock and to leave an intact stand upon sale completion. All cut cedar and hemlock shall be piled separately by products
and scaled in the woods unless other scaling arrangements are agreed to by the Unit Manager or his/her representative.
Stumpage price for cedar and hemlock shall be $50.00 per cord for posts and pulpwood, and $100.00 per cord for bolts and
sawlogs.

3 - Payments
3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (7/14)

Payment Unit(s) with a purchase value of $18,000 or more may be divided at the request of the Purchaser and upon approval
of the Unit Manager. Dividing Payment Units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Amendment.
There will be only one division per Payment Unit.

4 - Transportation
4.1 - Construction

4.1.1 - Stream crossings, general (3/11)
All stream crossing structures will be temporary and therefore, shall be provided by the Purchaser, and must be removed upon
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completion of the sale. All permits for stream crossings will be provided by the DNR.

4.1.5 - Culverts (5/14)

Roads may require the installation of culverts for cross drainage or at natural drainage-ways. If culverts are needed in these
locations, their placement will be specified by the sale administrator and they shall be installed prior to hauling. The culverts
shall be new corrugated metal. Culverts will be a minimum of 18 inches in diameter and 24 feet in length. If culverts are
removed, fill shall be removed from wetland soils as specified. Soils shall be maintained and left in a non-erodible condition,
with water bars, seed, fertilizer, mulch, and slash installed as directed by the sale administrator and as specified in the BMP
manual. Stream crossing permits, if needed, will be obtained by the DNR.

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental
and visual impacts. Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed. Non-merchantable trees shall be
severed and laid flat on the ground. Slash shall be scattered, and not left in windrows and kept a minimum of 10 feet back
from the road edge. Stumps shall be set upright, not left on edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.
Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in berms or windrows.

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale. Overgrown roads that are
reopened shall be considered new roads. In general, this will require constructing a four (4") foot high berm of stumps and
logs covered with earth. Stumps and brush must be placed along the remainder of the trail. These roads must be rendered
impassable to cars and trucks. Temporary berms may be required if no sale activity occurs for 30 or more consecutive days.
Contact the sale administrator for specific details of design and placement.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.4 - Grading (10/16)

For completion of the sale, state forest roads must be graded. In general, this will require a road grader or bull dozer to shape
up the roads after forest products have been hauled off site. This includes cleaning of drainage areas, grading, crowning and
filling with gravel, if necessary. The grading equipment to be used must be approved by the Unit Manager or his/her
representative.

4.4 - Access

4.4.1 - Private property access (3/11)
Permission for access across private land is the responsibility of the Purchaser. Should the Purchaser desire to cross private
land, a copy of the written permission from the private land-owner may be required by the DNR.

5 - Operations
5.2 - Conduct of Operations
5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (10/16)
Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.1 - Operating restrictions (9/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 2, 3, 4, 5, 7, 10 and 11 cutting, skidding, and hauling are limited to the period of December 1 to
March 31, or during frozen ground conditions, unless otherwise approved by the unit manager. This restriction is due to
low wet ground within the units.

5.2.3.3 - Bark slippage restriction (3/09)
Within Payment Unit(s) 12, cutting and skidding are not permitted during the period of April 15 to July 15. This restriction
is because of bark slippage.

5.2.38 - No decking against live trees (2/04)
Cut products may not be decked against unmarked or designated leave trees.

5.4 - Soil Protection
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5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (7/16)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and/or skid trails which is
12 inches or greater in depth and 50 feet in length. The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or
skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth. With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may
return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

6 - Safety and Fire Prevention
6.2 - Signing

6.2.3 - Recreational trail posting (2/10)

The Purchaser is responsible for posting and maintaining caution signs on the Deer Pond Road prior to beginning operations.
The trail must be posted at appropriate distances from the sale area to warn of logging activity and truck traffic at both ends
of the trail. Signs must be removed when harvest operations are suspended or completed. The Purchaser will provide these

signs.
