2. Bidder's Qualifications (5/16)

Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to cover claims under Michigan’s Worker 's Disability 

Compensation Act of 1969 or similar employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee.  If all or part of 

a timber sale was prepared by a private contractor, the contractor and that contractor’s company are not permitted to 

bid on the timber sale contract.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (5/16)

1 - Sale Area

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue, red, and yellow paint.  Exterior sale 

boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with 

red paint.  Interior Payment Unit boundaries are marked with yellow paint.  The painted boundary line trees are not Included 

Timber and are to be protected unless marked with orange paint.  Yellow painted trees designating an interior Payment Unit 

boundary are only to be cut when all surrounding Payment Units have been paid.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.3 - Cut tree marked unit(s) (12/08)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1 & 2, all trees are designated for cutting when marked with orange paint above and below stump 

height, regardless of merchantability.

2.1.5 - Overstory removal unit(s) (8/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 5-7, all trees which meet minimum piece specifications in 2.2 Utilization, are designated for cutting, 

except do not cut any hemlock or white pine.  In addition, do not cut aspen larger than 18" at DBH.  Also, do not cut any 

cedar within a tree length of hemlock patches to keep the retention patch intact.  Scattered cedar can be harvested within 

specified units for maneuverability (see spec 2.1.9 for additional information).

2.1.7 - Leave tree marked unit(s) (6/14)

Within Payment Unit(s) 3 & 4, all trees which meet minimum piece specifications in 2.2 Utilization are designated for cutting, 

except do not cut cedar, hemlock, or any trees marked with green paint.  In addition, do not cut white pine or yellow birch 

greater than 18" at DBH.

2.1.9 - Harvest exception (12/08)

Do not cut any cedar trees other than those that are necessary to remove in order to operate within the sale area.  Every 

effort must be made to preserve the existing cedar and to leave an intact stand upon sale completion.  All cut cedar shall be 

piled separately by products and scaled in the woods unless other scaling arrangements are agreed to by the Unit Manager or 

his/her representative.  Stumpage price for cedar shall be $50.00 per cord.

2.1.11 - Description of timber note (2/04)

Note that Payment Unit 7 is optional to harvest due to potential access issues and stream crossings that may be necessary to 

access the unit.  Removing this Payment Unit is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Amendment.

3 - Payments

3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (7/14)

Payment Unit(s) 1, 2, and 4 - 6 may be divided at the request of the Purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager.  

Dividing Payment Units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Amendment.  There will be only one 

division per Payment Unit.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.1 - Stream crossings, general (3/11)

All stream crossing structures will be temporary and therefore, shall be provided by the Purchaser, and must be removed upon 

completion of the sale.  All permits for stream crossings will be provided by the Purchaser.

4.1.4 - Timber removed for construction (12/09)
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Trees cut or damaged in the process of pre-approved road, landing or skid trail construction will be decked in an area separate 

from other Designated Timber and not removed until measured by the sale administrator.  Payment will be made at the 

specified Purchase Unit Price.

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be 

severed and laid flat on the ground.  Slash shall be scattered, and not left in windrows and kept a minimum of 10 feet back 

from the road edge.  Stumps shall be set upright, not left on edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  

Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in berms or windrows.

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale.  Overgrown roads that are 

reopened shall be considered new roads.  These roads must be rendered impassable to cars and trucks.  Contact the sale 

administrator for specific details of design and placement.

4.1.11 - Permits (2/12)

The Purchaser will secure any necessary stream crossing permits that may be required.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.4 - Grading (10/16)

For completion of the sale, state forest roads must be graded.  In general, this will require a road grader or bulldozer to shape 

up the roads after forest products have been hauled off site.  This includes cleaning of drainage areas, grading, crowning, and 

filling with gravel, if necessary.  The grading equipment to be used must be approved by the Unit Manager or his/her 

representative.

4.2.5 - Two wheel drive condition (2/04)

All existing trail roads on and adjacent to the sale area must be passable by two-wheel drive traffic for the duration of the 

sale.
