Study Objective: To map the distribution of spawning lake herring, determine the location of
important spawning grounds, describe spawning habitat, document and quantify fish strandings on
the ice shelf during ice-out caused by vessdl traffic, and up-date the status of the fish populations
and the sport fishery.
