V. REPORTS


A. Style





A final report is required for extensive surveys in addition to properly prepared forms. It will be used for departmental and public information. Make and distribute a NOTE AND REFERENCE form referring to reports not stored in the lake file system. Reports can take the following forms:  


1. Technical Report series--for information of statewide interest. See the Policies and Procedures for Reports and Publications.  


2. Survey Report--similar to technical, but less extensive distribution, including district, region, Lansing, and Research. Narrative style, as outlined in B. 


3. Notes--on FISH COLLECTION form or NOTES AND REFERENCE form. 





B. Content of Survey Reports





The following outline is recommended for survey reports: 


1. Abstract (optional) 


2. Introduction 


a. Name of water 


b. History of fishing 


c. Objective of the survey 


3. Methods and effort  


4. Results


Suggested content as follows: 


a. Limnology, water quality 


b. Composition of the fish community  


1. Percent of catch by weight or number


2. Standing crop estimates


3. Predator-prey ratio


c . Biology of individual species


1. Length frequency by species by gear


2. Age, growth, and year class strength


5. Discussion  


a . Comparisons with past surveys


b. Critical areas--spawning areas, shoreline subject to erosion, wetlands, potential dangerous developments


6. Recommendations and Management Alternatives
